Toilets blocks in the adjoining Old Parliament House Rose Gardens.
Cloaking facilities are limited. All student bags, drink bottles, food, hats, and large electronic devices including tablets need to
be left on the bus.
Cloaking Teachers and accompanying adults can bring in medical kits and small bags, these need to be carried at all times.
Cameras and phones may be brought into the building.

museum visitors.
